Rules

1. Have fun!  Be Safe!

2. Only sneakers are permitted in the gym.  No sandals, dress shoes, flats, etc. 

3. Students are not to be in the gym involved in any activity unless a teacher is present

Evaluation

Students will be assessed in a variety of ways.  Students will given every opportunity to succeed in Physical education class, in that, a variety of formative assessments will occur.  Very little of the course evaluation will be summative in nature with Exit Passes and group projects being the only two forms of summative evaluation used.  

Each class students will be given a grade out of /4.  If they change their clothing and participate to the best of their abilities then they will have earned a high grade for that class.  
New Germany Rural High School has implemented provincially mandated report cards.  As a result, numerical grades will appear on the report cards.  Numerical grades will replace letter grades for all grades 7-12.  The information below will show you how the breakdown will work moving forward:
90-100%- Demonstrates excellent understanding and application of concepts and skills in relation to the learning outcomes. 

80-89% - Demonstrates very good understanding and application of concepts and skills in relation to the learning outcomes. 

70-79% - Demonstrates good understanding and application of concepts and skills in relation to the learning outcomes. 

 60-69% - Demonstrates satisfactory understanding and application of concepts and skills in relation to the learning outcomes. 

 50-59%- Demonstrates limited understanding and application of concepts and skills in relation to the learning outcomes. 

Below 50%- Has not met minimum requirements of the course

INS - Insufficient evidence to determine a grade

IP – In progress until all components of the course are completed.

At any time, progress can be checked by going on the PowerSchool web page.  Grades are updated virtually every day so parents and students can stay on top of grades.
